LEASE OR CONTRACT SIGNED BY TWO (2) OR MORE TENANTS, ALL THE TENANTS MUST BE 
NAMED AND SERVED.

3. PLEASE CALL THE COURT FOR THE CURRENT FILING FEE.

A SUIT FOR RENT MAY BE JOINED WITH THE EVICTION SUIT IF THE AMOUNT DUE IS WITHIN 
THE COURT'S JURISDICTION. THE COURT MAY NOT CONSIDER OR AWARD LATE FEES OR 
OTHER PENALITIES IN AN EVICTION SUIT. THE JUDGMENT FOR RENT MAY INCLUDE 
ACCRUED RENT UP TO THE DATE OF JUDGMENT SO LONG AS IT IS WITHIN THE 
JURISDICTION OF THE JUSTICE COURT.

affecting the physical health or safety of an ordinary 
tenant. The relief sought can be for no more than $10,000, 
excluding statutory interest and court costs but including 
attorney fees, if any.

the recovery of money damages, civil penalties, personal 
property, or other relief allowed by law.

Instructions: The Servicemembers Civil Relief Act applies to a civil proceeding in the Justice Courts. Before entering a default judgment 
against an individual defendant, the plaintiff must file with the court an affidavit stating whether or not the defendant is in the military service, 
showing necessary facts to support the affidavit, or stating that the plaintiff is unable to determine whether or not the defendant is in military 
service, if that is the case. The requirement for an affidavit may be satisfied by a written, signed document declared to be true under penalty of 
perjury. If it appears that the defendant is in military service, the court may not enter a judgment until after the court appoints an attorney to 
represent the defendant. If the court is unable to determine if the defendant is in military service, the court may require plaintiff to file a bond in 
an amount approved by the court. 
A person who makes or uses an affidavit under this Act knowing it to be false, may be fined or imprisoned or both. 50 U.S.C. App. 501 et seq.
